Garden Dish Fair Entries ï Update 
 

For the past few years, county and state fairs have seen an increase in 

both the size and weight of dish garden entries in 4-H classes. For safety 

reasons, and to go back to the true meaning of ñdish gardensò (grown in a 

shallow dish or bowl), the rules are getting more specific. The maximum 

size of dish garden entries is now 15ò in diameter with a weight limit of 

15 pounds maximum. Because of the ever-increasing emphasis on deco-

rations and reduction in living plant material, decorations now cannot take 

up more than 20% of the dish garden. Dish gardens should be small con-

tainers of compatible plants that will stay small or be pruned so as to stay 

in proportion to the container. The plants themselves should be the main 

focus of the dish garden. 

For a county community service project we are again 

writing letters to deployed military soldiers. We are asking 

the kids to write letters and/or draw pictures to add to the 

letters. They can be a general letter thanking them for their 

service, telling about the kidsô hobbies, what theyôre inter-

ested in, talk about the weather, anything to keep the sol-

diers encouraged!
