¶ Prepared Public SpeakingðA 4-H talk/regular speech is one means of sharing information and educat-

ing an audience about a specific subject. It is an oral presentation in which the member does not rely on 

posters/ illustrations or objects. All illustrations are communicated through descriptions used in the speech. 

Basically, the 4-H member paints a picture or tells a story through oral communication. There are no 

props/posters/ notecards/costumes in a speech. Time lengths for speeches are: Juniorð3-5 minutes, In-

termediateð4-6 minutes, and Seniorð5-7 minutes.  
 

¶ Illustrated TalkðA 4-H illustrated talk is another means of sharing information and educating an audi-

ence about a specific subject. It is an oral presentation in which the member uses posters/illustrations or 

objects to emphasize/illustrate specific points in the speech. A member does not actually make or demon-

strate how to do something in an illustrated talk. No PPT presentations/slides in this division. Time lengths 

for Illustrated Presentations are: Juniorð3-5 minutes, Intermediateð5-12 minutes, and Seniorð5-12 

minutes.  
 

¶ PowerPoint Presentationð See illustrated talk definition. The primary differences are that PPT slides re-

place posters and the presenter is demonstrating the skills they have mastered when integrating technology 

into a speech/presentation. Members will be evaluated on their ability to design and create the PPT slides 

which complement the oral content of the presentation. The PPT should not be the ñpresentation.ò Time 

lengths for PowerPoints are: Juniorð3-5 minutes, Intermediateð5-7 minutes, and Seniorð5-7 

minutes. 
 

¶ ImpromptuðWill draw a topic and will have a few minutes to prepare a speech on the topic provided. 
 

¶ Video PresentationðVideos are due to the Extension Office by Tuesday, November 6th and will be 

judged on Friday, November 9th. Video must be a speech as though given in front of an audience without 

any editing, cropping, etc.   Time lengths for Video Presentations are: Juniorð3-5 minutes, Intermedi-

ateð5-7 minutes, and Seniorð5-7 minutes.
