Kevin Allen, Oklahoma State University Coopem
Extension specialist and statewide coordinatotter4-
H shooting sports program, said he has seen agaser
of nearly 10 percent in participants in the shapsports
program.

“The 4-H shooting sports program continueseo
one of the most popular project areas in 4-H,” Alle
said. “Shooting sports is a lifelong recreational
opportunity for youth. And, as we do with all other
projects, we incorporate the teaching and developme
of life skills as part of the youth developmentsegt.”

Shooting sports involves different disciplines
including air rifle, air pistol, shotgun and arcieAll of
the instructors are certified in the various diBogs.

The Oklahoma 4-H Shooting Sports Program began
in 1982. It was revised in 1994 and modeled after t
National 4-H Shooting Sports Program and is
administered by a nationally certified committee
consisting of Extension staff and volunteers. Sihed
time the program has continued to grow, especialgr
the last several years.

The program is designed to give youth thorosaglfe
instruction and training in the use of firearms and
conservation.

In addition, it enhances self-confidence, ppas
discipline, sense of responsibility and sportsmgmsh

“We provide all of our volunteer instructorghvsafe
and proper instructional techniques and methodisatch
youth,” he said. “Another thing that contributeghe
success of the program is camaraderie. There aa¢ gr
relationships between the youth, coaches and enweryo
else involved. Even at competitions you'll see yout
helping out each other despite the fact they'reating
against one another.”

Allen said the program has received tremendapgort
from Friends of the NRA, the National Wild Turkey
Federation, Oklahoma City Gun Club, El Reno GurbClu
and Trosper Archery. Oklahoma has received $91i/500
grants from Friends of the NRA in the last yeare3d
grants are instrumental in purchasing equipment for
shooting sports clubs.

“We have great volunteers who help with eventscal,
county, district and state levels and make surgthiun
smoothly,” he said. “We simply couldn’t do this taiut
everyone’s support. All of the volunteers and etlusaare
fantastic when hosting events and will do anythimgnsure
the event is successful.”
