Freeze Damage in Winter Wheat:   Several days were spent this month looking at freeze dam-
age in Caddo County wheat after the April 7 freeze.   Approximately 60% of the fields were se-
verely damage and 25% have moderate damage and 15% have light damage.  Drought condi-
tions this fall had already lowered yield potential and with the freeze damage many fields will yield 
under 10 bushels.    
Carnegie Risk Management Group:   Amanda Tye, Caddo County FSA Director spoke to the 
group about the constant changes being made in the Farm Bill.
