 Eligibility  
  

 Fall Fairs are intended as 
the culmination or end of the 
previous 4-H yearôs project 
work.  Exhibits represent work 
completed by the member some-
time during their previous 12 
months of enrollment.  A 4-H 
memberôs enrollment status 
must have been ñactiveò the pre-
vious year to exhibit in the fall 
fairs. 
 Youth who have a 4-H en-
rollment card on file by July 1 in 
their respective County Exten-
sion Office on or before Septem-
ber 1, have reached their 8th 
birthday on or before September 
1, AND are in the 3rd grade 
will be eligible to show at the 
Tulsa State Fair. Also, 4-H/FFA 
members that have neither grad-
uated from  high school  before  
May  2019  nor reached their 
19th birthday before January 1, 
of the year of the show will be 
eligible to show at the Tulsa 
State Fair. For animal species 
where nominations are required, 
the youth must follow the appro-
priate procedures and must de-
clare organization affiliation at 
the time of nomination. Junior 
exhibitors must have certifica-
tion of their qualifications if 
questioned as to age or club or 
chapter membership.
